Setting up

Image 1

a) Remove the antibacterial lid before
using the device.

b) Snap the suction hose connector
into the suction opening place until it
clicks into its place.

¢) Toremove the suction hose, press the
release buttons and pull out the hose.
/\ put the antibacterial lid back into
its place again to keep the vacummed
vermins and bacteria inside the dust
bag.

To Put the handle and the telescopic
tube together :

a) Push the handle into the telescopic
tube until it clicks.

Switch the vacuum cleaner off and

unplug the power cord from the mains.

b) The cable then rewinds
automatically.

To reactivate or deactivate the cable
brake, quickly tug the power cord.

Changing the dust bag and filters

If the dust bag change indicator is com-
pletely lights up when the floor tool is
lifted from the floor and the highest
suction power is selected, the dust bag
must be changed, even though it may
not yet be full. In this case it is essential
to change the dust bag due to the type
of material it contains. First check the
nozzle, suction pipe and flexible hose
are not blocked, as this would also lead
to the dust bag change indicator being
triggered.

Micro activated carbon filter

Combination of micro and activated carbon filter.

Prevents unpleasant smells for a long time.

The Micro Activated Carbon Filter should be replaced with a new replacement
filter pack (after 4 filter bags).

Motor protection filter

The motor protection filter is an indispensable part of the
vacuum cleaner. It is in the dust compartment between the
engine and the structure in vacuum cleaner bag.

The motor protection filter effectively protects the motor from dirt and particles,
e.g. small stones or paper clips.

The motor protection filter should be cleaned at regular intervals by tapping it.
This filter should be replaced with a new replacement filter pack (after 4 filter
bags).
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
